Communities in Action for Peace (CAP) and Three Rivers Rowing Association are partnering to provide a Summer Youth Dragon Boat League, “Paddling for Peace”. Our mission is to bring youth from various neighborhoods together, in a safe place to have fun and to promote healthy and non-violent interactions among our youth.  This project will provide youth of Allegheny County with an opportunity to meet others while learning the concepts of team work, cooperation, and positive values. Additionally this opportunity will expand their love of our city and its rivers.  Our team has won several races, and been recognized by the County Council for our Peace Making activities.

Dragon boats require the coordination of 20 paddlers, a steersperson and drummer to power their colorful boat across the finish line first. The target audience is youth, ages 12-18 who want to make new friends, become peacemakers, and experience the rich resource of a culturally diverse water sport on the Pittsburgh Rivers. CAP and TRRA believe that every child should have the opportunity to enjoy our rivers.  Through grants from Sustainable Pittsburgh TRRA has scholarship funds available to provide this experience at a reduced cost for youth and youth organizations.  Coaches are experienced boaters and attend yearly training sessions.  Even though Dragon Boating is a safe sport, all participants must wear a lifejacket and safety boats are present at each water session.  Participants do not have to be able to swim.

The season will run from June 3 through August 12.  Practices will be held on Thursday evenings from 5:00 – 7:30, beginning June 3, 2010 and ending August 12, 2010.  The summer will include teams racing in front of thousands of spectators at the Pittsburgh Regatta (7/3), or scrimmages with other teams. We hope to travel to one out of town race this year.
